* Broad geographical area (e.g., AL, BA, BG, ME, MK, Sl and part of FR also in MED)
 Balanced partnership (e.g., country representation, mix between more & less advanced regions)
* Policy relevance of partners

* Quality of results

* Innovative character (especially when partners who come back on similar topic)
* Expected policy improvements

Please justify when programme recommendations are not followed
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successful application

* Thorough preparation
* Read carefully programme documents (e.g., the manual)

* Assistance tools
 Use self-assessment tool
* Ask for JS feedback (during open call)
* Join assistance events

 Get to know our selection process
1. Eligibility = ineligible proposals get no further assessment
2. Quality criteria = meet programme expectations
